From the Rectory:

The Rev. Steven C. Wilson

Lent is the most misunderstood
season in the year. Our culture
thinks of it as a time to give up bad
habits, or to lose weight—a few
years ago there was even a film,
touted by Hollywood as suitable
for youth groups, which depicted
its “hero” in a struggle with his li-
bido as he gave up promiscuity for
Lent. Of course, in the end, the
libido won. Shame on Hollywood...

The 40 days (not including Sun-
days) before Easter aren’t about
giving up what’s broken, bad and
dirty in my life—for that, we have
the daily task of repentance, con-
fession and amendment of life.
Lent is actually harder than that—
it’s about giving up good things in
order to discipline our hearts and
minds, and so grow into the mind
of Christ, Who for us gave up
heaven’s glory in order to live and
suffer as one of us. So let’s be clear
on this—in Lent, I can’t give up
gossip, or promiscuity, or greed. I
can only give up things that are
good in themselves, not vices and
sins! Chocolate, yes. Anger, no.

This Lent, as we confront the
immense human suffering Haiti,
our neighbor to the south, whose
bravery and sacrifice in the national
struggle of independence from Na-
poleon is the reason the French
sold their unsustainable colony of
Louisiana to the US, perhaps we

are called to give up some good
things for the sake of our souls’
discipline, and the well-being of
our neighbors in Christ. Haiti is
our largest Episcopal diocese—
220,000 members, or 1/10 the
number of Episcopalians in the
entire US, served by 37 priests, or
1/2 the number in our diocese
alone. Your Church has amazing
ministries with health, education,
the care of widows and orphans,
nutrition and basic human needs
in that desolate country, where
the suffering will not end just be-
cause the cameras have moved
onto to motre “current” news.

I ask that you consider as a
Lenten discipline this year taking
on, not giving up—for taking
something on is, in its own way,
a form of self-denial. Take on a
Haitian—the average family there
lives on §1 a day. To offer $40 to
the needs of Haiti would barely
make a dent in my daily budget.
But if it came out of some little
luxury, a latte less a week, a
movie not rented, a lunch
skipped, then it has become not
an act of generosity (at which
Americans excel) but an act of
self-sacrifice, which is a far
harder and more noble thing. For
it is in self-sacrifice that we grow
in the image and likeness of
Christ our Lord.

While our membership and attendance
have roughly doubled since 1997, the number of pledges has
grown much slower. As we have added new and younger families,
we find ourselves in the demographic crunch of having more
members, but not necessarily any more income. This will force
some decisions about the shape of ministry. Given that we do not
have large endowments, we will need to raise income through
pledges. The recipient of this year’s Rector’s Shield for service to
the parish is Glenda Erwin, drummer, chorister, reader and active
leader in our health ministries.

Reports from committees and guilds are available in the of-
fice if you would like to read them.

Fr. Palma gave a report on the growth in Hispanic ministry. Since
the beginning of last year, attendance in both Carthage and Noel
has tripled, and at year’s end, the two combined for an average
Sunday attendance of 93. Deacon Galen spoke about the parish’s
involvement in Haiti and the quarter tube. Deacon Jetf announced
that Deandra Sexton and Ashley Heidlage were the acolytes of the
year. Barbara Mountjoy gave thanks for the opportunity to serve
as parish nurse and announced a new Friday group, the Encore

Club.

The Season of lLent

The Season of Lent in not simply a time to
get a jump start on a diet by giving up whatever
food item it is that we most desire. It is not simply
a forty day time period to recover from a hang over
from the biggest party of the year, Mardi Gras.
Lent is a time to humble ourselves before God, to
confess our inadequacy before God, to strip our-
selves of our own self-righteousness, to come be-
fore God in dust and ashes. A time to empty our-
selves of our false pride, of our rationalizations that
prevent us from seeing us as we truly are, or what
we have become.

Lent begins in ashes and journeys though the
darkest part of our lives. Itis a spiritual pilgrimage
that can allow us to achieve a true spiritual renewal.
I have heard the passage in 2nd Chronicles 7:14 ".if
my people who are called by my name humble
themselves, and pray and seek my face, and turn
from their wicked ways, then I will hear from
heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their
land.", used as condemnation of others outside the
Church or outside a particular denomination. But
careful reading of the passage indicates that it is in-
tended for us. Itis not a call for others to repent; it
is a call for us, and for all God’s people to repent. It
is our land that needs to be healed; it is our own
ways from which we need to turn. We are the ones
who need to seek the face of God.

On Ash Wednesday, we Christians are tradi-
tionally reminded of our own mortality in a very
vivid way, as the ashes are marked on our foreheads
in the sign of the cross. In the sign of the cross we
hear the words spoken over us, "Remember that
you are dust, and to dust you shall return." This is a
reminder not just of our physical mortality, but of
the very path of Lent itself. We begin this season of
Lent not only reminded of our own death, but that
our journey to death is about our own transforma-
tion.

Perhaps during this Lenten season we should
not only pray for others, but for ourselves. Pray
that we might be willing to open our hearts to God
and maybe we might put ourselves in a position to

hear God in ways that we have not heard Him in a
long time. And it may be the beginning of a heal-
ing for which we have so longed. I hope you take
this opportunity to use this season of Lent as a
time to be born again, to follow the path of death
and resurrection, and to be transformed.

What Do We Do for Haiti?

Obviously, we need to keep the entire
country in our prayers—for food, shelter, water,
and safety. We need to keep the relief workers in
our prayers as well. We know that Bishop Duracin
and the priests and their families are alive. Bishop
Duracin has appointed one spokesperson to coor-
dinate efforts in the US through ERD (Episcopal
Relief and Development). Today, the bishop has
specifically asked that we donate money to ERD
for relief. Mission trips, collection of medicine and
specific projects will be on hold for a while until
the immediate crisis has been dealt wit. He will
direct those funds after regular meetings with the
clergy on the ground. He asks that only trained
essential personnel come to the island at this time.
He will need many of us in the future, but not to-
day.

If you are interested in going to Haiti in the
future (in the next 12 months) there is something
you can do. Make sure your passport is good for
at least another two years—if it expires in 2011,
you will probably not be able to use it for travel in
that calendar year. And get the necessary vaccina-
tions now—hepatitis A and hepatitis B from the
county health clinic of your doctor. These vaccina-
tions take six months to complete. Consult your
doctor about a course of malaria medication, and
when we have a date for travel, you will be ready
to begin it. Start saving money. A typical 8-day trip
will probably cost about $2000, travel included. If
you do not want to go, but do wish to help some-
one else make a trip, speak to me or Fr. Wilson
about contributing to a travel fund. We will keep
you informed about this gigantic, long-term relief
effort.

That’s the best theology of
incarnation I have heard. 1 loved show and tell,
yes, they had show and tell in the lower classrooms
when I was in elementary school! You remember
Jesus said, if you do not understand me as a little
child, you will not be able to enter the kingdom of
heaven.

That child’s insight works more powerfully
for me than many other analogies I have heard.
When I am informed the Jesus of Nazareth was
exactly like us except sinless, that does not make
sense to me. If Jesus was free of sin, he wasn’t ex-
actly like us. But Jesus was like us because he was
born like any human child. I am sure he cried
when he was wet and hungry, maybe had colic;
grew up just like we did, asked questions in the
temple when he was twelve, you know how those
“tweens” are, lost his temper in righteous indigna-
tion at the money lenders in the temple, cried when
his friend died and grieved, when at the end, his
disciples abandoned him. I really think Jesus was
just like us, I want him to be God’s show and tell,
too much dogma obscures rather than reveals the
likeness.

And just think, if Jesus is God’s show and
tell, the wonder of it all is that Jesus and the Father
are one. Not I, says Jesus over and over, but the
Father in me, the Father who is such love that he is

willing to be in the story with us.

CANDLEMAS: Feb 2

If Candlemas Day is clear and bright, |
winter will have another bite. |
If Candlemas Day brings clond and rain, |
winter is gone and will not come again.

Old English folk rhyme
Remember that “Groundhog Day” was
originally Candlemas Day, the 40th day after
Christmas, on which candlelight processions
for Church recollected the saying of Simeon
to the infant Christ in the Temple, “(you)
will be a light to enlighten the nations.” The
origin of foretelling the weather on this day
seems to originate from European bears,
which will often break their hibernation in
February to forage for food if the winter
threatens to last longer. In the US, bears got
replaced by groundhogs, and the rest is his-
tory. But regardless, it is still a Church occa-
sion, the end of the Christmas cycle of read-
ings, and a re-enactment of Luke 2:22-39.

An INVITATION to a HOLY LENT
Dear People of God: The first Christians ob-
served with great devotion the days of our
Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it be-
came the custom of the Church to prepare
for them by a season of penitence and fast-
ing. This season of Lent provided a time in
which converts to the faith were prepared
for Holy Baptism. It was also a time when
those who, because of notorious sins, had
been separated from the body of the faithful,
were reconciled by penitence and forgive-
ness...I invite you, therefore, in the name of
