ideally they change the course of 
our life. òMetanoia,ó the Greek 
word often translated as 
òrepent,ó actually means òturn 
around the mind.ó And all of us 
have had moments where our 
minds got turned, without warn-
ing, in a whole different track. 
Thatõs an Epiphany. 
   Jesusõ ministry is filled with 
those moments for the people 
around Him, moments when 
suddenly everything clearly 
means something different than 
theyõd thought. And His life 
ought to be that way for us, too. 
We often think we know the bib-
lical story, and so gloss over it, 
half-listening, half-reading. We 
miss the uncanny ability of this 
itinerant preacher to shock and 
astound us. Pick up a cross? Love 
my enemy? Judge not? What kind 
of crazy teaching is that?  
   We will be hearing a great 
many epiphany moments in the 
coming weeks. Ask yourself 
where Jesus is upsetting your ap-
ple cart, where He is forcing you 
to look at the world through ut-
terly different eyes. Because fi-
nally, thatõs the point of the 
whole Christian life. To be con-
formed to the mind of Christ, 
which is beautifully, wonderfully 
different from our daily dullness 
and petty parochialisms. Look to 
be astounded, and to be changed.    

   The month of January always be-
gins with the Epiphany of Our 
Lord, the feast which (confusing) 
celebrates Jesus being visited by 
the Magi, baptized by John, glori-
fied on the Holy Mountain, and 
transforming water into wine at 
Cana. A big, enormous bag of 
theological treats. 
   Epiphany, in case youõve ever 
looked it up in some theological 
dictionary, means òmanifestation.ó 
Which really clears up any ques-
tions youõve got about the day, 
doesnõt it? Giving an unclear Latin 
word for an unclear Greek one al-
ways makes things more apparent.  
   In simplest English, Epiphany 
means a moment when everything 
suddenly makes sense. An òah haó 
moment. Ah ha, thatõs what thatõs 
about! Like when Archimedes in 
his bathtub rose up shouting 
òEureka! Iõve found it!ó because 
heõd suddenly seen the answer to a 
particularly difficult engineering 
problem, we all have our epiphany 
moments. Suddenly, the person 
youõd been dating seems, well, lu-
minous, like the answer youõve 
never known youõve been seeking 
your whole life. Suddenly, the pur-
pose of that sad incident twenty 
years ago becomes apparent. Sud-
denly, you see how your actions 
have impacted others. We call 
those moments epiphanies, and

Lent seasons, we will not 

hold Saturday Night 

Eucharist. Saturday eucha-

rists will recommence with 

the Great Vigil of Easter 

on the first Saturday eve-

ning of April.

Es claro en el verso 14. òEl Verbo se hizo hom-
bre y habit· entre nosotrosó. El Verbo se con-
virtió en un ser humano. Un hombre judío lla-
mado Jesús. 

Cuando Juan habla acerca de òel Verboó, 
está hablando acerca de una persona que existió 
en el principio con Dios (v. 1). No era un ser 
creado; por el contrario, es a través de Él que 
todas las cosas creadas fueron hechas (v. 3).  

Jesús no sólo trajo un mensaje acerca de 
DiosñÉl mismo era el mensaje. Él nos mostró 
en la carne cómo es Dios. Si usted quiere saber 
cómo es Dios, entonces estudie a Jesús.  

Los filósofos griegos imaginaron que Dios 
era tan perfecto que no tendría nada que ver 
con los desordenados seres humanos.

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FROM THE DESK OF THE DEACONS:  
The Rev. Galen Snodgrass 

Since ôStir Up Sundayõ-Advent 3 our household 
has had an active and enjoyable Christmas Season.  
Weõve attend a nephews wedding, visited both sides 
of the family opening gifts and eating everything we 
could get our hands on, drove to Austin to be with 
Katy and Dan, enjoyed having Samantha, Doug, 
and Lisa being home, celebrated the beginning of 
2010, and celebrated you; our Grace Church Family 
in many ways.  All that remains of the Christmas 
Season is the celebration of Epiphany and singing 
òWe Three Kingsó; whereby we acknowledge the 
essential role of the Wise Men.   Now we have the 
delight of transitioning into Epiphany and reading 
many passages from The Gospel of John. 

John 1:12-18 reads with several short factual 
statements of who Jesus is and is not to the Chris-
tian Community.  Beginning in verses 12-13 John 
shares that membership into the household of God 
is not determined by heredity claims of privileged 
status, like those of the Priesthood of Israel; but by 
God alone. Iõm in because I exist.  God is very open 
and welcoming to me because He created me in His 
image.  Verse 14 reads that Jesus was fully human, 
since he became flesh, and is fully involved in hu-
man society, lived among us. We know the times he 
lived were technologically different (not inferior) 
than today, but it doesnõt change the fact he lived 
on the same planet as we.  Verse 15 shares Jesus has 
both priority and status and priority in time, with 
regard to John.  John is saying this is the man Iõve 
been telling you about; he is more important than 
me.  Verse 16 talks about His grace is inexhaustible; 
ògrace upon graceó.  Verse 17 reminds all readers 
that God had revealed covenant faithfulness is 
brought to fulfillment in Jesus. Verse 18 closes with 
Jesusõ priority over Moses; Moses is important but 
Jesus is definitely number 1. 

As we await warmer and longer days this month 
of January Johnõs Gospel gives us lots to study, 
meditate on, and talk about with each other and our 
neighbor.  I know we are busy putting away the 
Christmas lights, tree ornaments, and holiday reci-
pes; but it doesnõt mean we pack away our Bibles or 
what weõve learned during Advent and Christmas. 

 
 
 
  

Epiphany is the time to hold onto the enlighten-
ment God has revealed to us through his newly 
born Son. We are called to care for what weõve 
gained as we would an infant child. 

Infant children are totally dependent on us to 
feed, change, care, protect, encourage, and nurture 
them.  So are our newest insights into God and 
Jesus.  Our Christian vocation has just begun.  Itõs 
less glitzy than Christmas, but so is most of our 
life.  Itõs everyday life that makes us who we are 
and how we are perceived in the world and how 
we are remembered by young and old alike.   

So let us continue to nurture the hope of 
Christmas like we do our infants.  Let us carry our 
newest insights to our neighbor like the Wise Men 
did when they returned to their country.  Let us 
open our Bibles to Johnõs Gospel reading all the 
truths Jesus is to us and our neighbors.

FROM the PARISH NURSE: Barbara Mountjoy, RN 

Recently I read a quote by Karl Barth, a 
Protestant theologian .  He said, òI take the 
Bible far too seriously to take it literally.ó  That 
struck me as very profound.  As a child I loved 
hearing the stories often highlighted during 
òSunday Schooló.  You know the familiar ones 
of Noah and the Ark and David and Goliath.  
As a child, when all things are possible, I loved 
those stories.   
I canõt recall my age when I began to won-

der how Noah would get all those animals on 
the Ark, did he shrink them to miniatures in 
some mystical, magical way?  How did he pro-
cure them all from Asia and Africa and 
Europe and places not even discovered at that 
time?  When I would raise these questions in 
Sunday School the answers were not satisfying.  
But in a few years my head was filled with 
many other questions that mostly revolved 
around myself and my teenage world. 

But now I no longer pose these questions 
because I donõt feel it is necessary to take the 
Bible literally.   I feel the Bible is a book which 
urges us to keep the concept of God open.  
Perhaps the author of òThe Shackó (the best 
selling book dealing with a different concept 
of the Trinity) has this same belief.  If we stop 
where Scripture leaves us, in the New Testa-
ment as well as in the Old, we would still keep 
slaves and our consciences would be com-
pletely clear.  Paul instructs masters to treat 
their slaves well, and slaves to be obedient, 
with not a hint that slave-owning may not be a 
good thing in Godõs eyes.  According to the 
law, a woman taken in adultery was to be 
stoned to death!!  There is no mention of 
what should happen to the man. If we 
stopped, literally with Scripture, we could not 
enjoy shrimp or pork, and every time we had a 
skin rash we have to make an appointment 
with Fr. Steve to examine said rash, and be-
lieve me, you donõt want that!

It is terrifying to realize that we can prove 
almost anything we want to prove if we take 
fragments of the Bible out of context.  Many 
horrible events throughout the history of the 
world have been thought to be scriptural, such 
as the Inquisition and apartheid.  I turn to the 
Bible in fear and trembling, trying to see it as a 
whole.  I pray I will concentrate on its ongoing 
message of love to direct me.
