VESTRY UPDATES
The Vestry meeting in June was largely discussion re-

garding the possibility of our participation in the dioce-
san program which assists congregations in hiring as-
sistant clergy. The program provides full stipend for
the first year (7 months) after graduation from semi-
nary, then half for the second year, then 1/4 for the
third, in order to place young clergy in situations where
they can be mentored by experienced priests. Our ex-
perience over the past 25 years has been that Grace
Church is able to support a second priest for three to
four years, but has been able to sustain this commit-
ment for longer. The conversation largely focused on
ways to address this financial need in order to staff for
continued future growth and ministry.

In the July vestry meeting, 5:30 pm on Tuesday, July

20, we will continue the conversation.

HAPPY INDEPENDENCE DAY!
Our nati onos
July 2, 1776, the date on which the Continental Con-
gress voted to approve the Declaration of Independ-

ence. However, no one would sign the potentially
fatal paperwork, which was officially an act of trea-
son against the British crown, until July 4.
