town was once outside the wall.  
  Our visit was marred by chaos, 
which is why I mention the build-
ing at all. The various denomina-
tions which share the space do so 
with ill-concealed jealousy of one 
another. On Pentecost Sunday, 
this erupted in a bout of childish 
bullying, as Greek ushers shouted 
at visitors, pushed us about with 
sticks, and corralled those in line 
to the Tomb in a series of barri-
cades which were too small for 
the crush of bodies. It was an ex-
perience which brought some of 
us to tears, for the wrong reasons 
entirely. Everyone wants to find 
Jesus and be moved to tears, but 
not like that.  
   Which got me thinking about 
how much of the chaos of our 
lives, the things which bring us to 
tears, is of our own making. The 
Greek ushers didnõt need to 
shout, or throw their weight 
around. They were tired, frus-
trated and grumpy, understanda-
bly enough after a morning of 
fractious tour guides interrupting 
their liturgy. But stillé 
   So, where is the chaos, the tear-
ful drama, in your life? And how 
much of it, in the final analysis, is 
of human making? There are, of 
course, those horrific moments of 
what theologians call natural evil, 
cancer diagnoses, earthquake, or

   As I write this, Iõve just gotten 
out of bed from our trip home 
from Jerusalem. Tired is a bit of an 
understatement...24 hours in air-
ports and airplanes is the hardest 
part of any pilgrimage.  
  However, the second hardest part 
of this particular trip was our visit 
to the Holy Sepulchre, what the 
Greeks refer to as the Resurrection 
Church. In it, all archaeologists of 
any standing whatsoever agree, the 
rock of Golgotha and the site of 
Christõs tomb are enshrined in a 
building of  unimaginable antiquity 
and complexity. Battered by 1700 
years of fires, earthquakes, and oc-
casional Muslim desecrations, riven 
by property disputes between the 
six churches which share posses-
sion, and on occasion blocked to 
local Christians by the Israeli au-
thorities which are ever anxious 
about crowds of Arabs gathering in 
the Holy City, it is a hard building. 
Even though all of us hear John 
19:41 (there was a garden in the 
place where he was crucified, and 
in the same garden a new tomb 
where no one had ever been laid) it 
is still hard for most of us to imag-
ine how close the two spots are 
(150 feet between Golgotha and 
tomb). And even though the city 
has grown over the centuries, most 
of us still have a hard time grasping 
that what is now in the middle of

car wreck. Most of these things are, as we all know, terri-
ble accidents in which people through no fault of their 
own are wounded and grief stricken. But the majority of 
our daily tears are shed not from natural evil, but from hu-
man agency. Our free will gives us the opportunity to act 
Christ-likeñor otherwise. To be patient when others 
loudly and insistently interrupt our sacred space, whether 
that be prayer time or òme timeó or Dancing with the Stars. 
To speak the truth with love rather than with daggers 
drawn. To bite our tongue rather than say what we think, 
because sometimes, frankly, what we think needs to take a 
back seat to what others need to hear. To put aside our 
wants, and even our needs, for those to whom we owe 
nothing. In other words, to live like Good Samaritans. 

   It is sometimes hard enough to find Jesus without get-
ting in one anotherõs way. Like the Sepulchre, our lives can 
be conflicted, confusing, and smoky. And in the midst of 
that, we try our hardest to carve out a moment of holy si-
lence where we can find time with Him. My prayer would 
be that, in doing so, we donõt fall into the error of block-
ing others from coming to Him, donõt put up barriers, tap 
sticks, shout others down. That in our search for holy 
tears, we not inflict less than godly tears on others.

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From the DEACONSõ DESK:  

The Rev. Jeff Bell, òThe Holy Trinityó 

   A few years ago some of the PBJõs and I were discussing the Nicene Creed when we 
stopped to discuss the Holy Trinity. The Holy Trinity is hard enough to discuss with adults, 
but how do you get young teens and pre-teens to understand this concept.  Leave it to the 
kids themselves to come up with what I think is one of the best explanations I have heard 
to date.  I canõt remember whether it was Ashley or Haley, but how they explained the 
Trinity using simple H20. When asked how three substances could exist together and still 
be the same substance, the answer came back as water.  Water exists as ice, vapor and as 
water, yet it still is the same substance.    
   Trinity Sunday was May 30th, and for about 700 years now, the western church has set 
this Sunday aside for reflection on the tremendous mystery of the Trinity. Many ministers 
would just as soon skip preaching about the Trinity and most Christian folk I know have 
little or no desire to grapple with this concept when the world is already confusing enough. 
Does it matter?  I believe that this is the most important question of all. What difference 
does this teaching make to people who rise each day to meet the challenge of making a liv-
ing, balancing their lives, and caring for home and family?  A little bit of history is impor-
tant for our discussion.  It has been the source of debate, struggle over the ages.  In fact 
one of the reasons some folks want to skip the issue is because of all the pain and anguish 
that has attended the question of the Trinity. 
    Yet, struggle over a thing is never satisfactorily resolved by simply doing away with 
it.  The name of Jesus has brought about struggle for many people.  Public prayer in the 
name of Jesus is offensive to many.  If Jesus is a problem for some people, would the best 
way around the issue be to drop all talk of Jesus?  For most of us, Jesus is a part of our faith 
that is a non-negotiable. Ah, but here's where we enter the murky waters of detail.  It has 
been said that the devil is in the details -- but the fact is that truth is frequently found or 
lost in the details.  Even a simple little comma can change the meaning of something en-
tirely. Have you heard the story of a woman who many years ago was visiting in Paris when 
she came across the most wonderful painting which could be hers for the bargain price of 
$150,000 dollars?  She immediately sent a telegram to her husband in New York saying that 
she absolutely loved the painting and wondered if she could have it for her birthday.  He 
replied by asking that this telegram be sent in reply: No, price too high. The clerk at West-
ern Union however, made one tiny error in sending the telegram. This is what was sent to 
the woman: No price too high.  The meaning was absolutely reversed for lack of a 
comma! 
   Something like that was going on about 1675 years ago when the Emperor Constantine 
called 317 bishops from all over the Christian world to settle the question of the divinity of 
Jesus Christ.  Was Christ simply another great prophet and teacher or was he God from 
God? The long and short of the story of Nicaea is that the debate centered around the in-
clusion or leaving out of one simple letter, the Greek letter iota.  If everyone would agree to 
include the letter, all could go return home in peace and there would be unity in the church 
all over the Empire.  After all, hadn't the church been through enough with all the persecu-
tion and struggle to come out of the catacombs?  Who would squabble over one little let-
ter?

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 ¿Qué es la educación cristiana? 
En términos generales podríamos decir 
que es el esfuerzo de transmitir el mensaje 
de salvación de Cristo a alguien para que 
lo acepte y cambie de vida.  
    Jesús predicó sin cesar sobre el reino 
de Dios. La enseñanza fue una de las ca-
racterísticas más destacada de su ministe-
rio. Proclamó la buena nueva de Dios en 
las sinagogas, en los caminos y las plazas; 
en el campo y a orillas de los lagos. Lee-
mos: El sábado entró en la sinagoga a en-
señar (Marcos 1:21). Recorría las aldeas 
del contorno enseñando (Marcos 6:6). 
Cuando ense¶aba en el temploé(Marcos 
12:35 y Juan 7:14). Todo el pueblo admi-
raba su enseñanza. (Marcos 11:18). Ense-
ñaba con autoridad. (Marcos 1:22). Es 
una enseñanza nueva, con autoridad. 
(Marcos 1:27). La ense¶anza de Jes¼s po-
seía una fuerza arrebatadora porque se 
identificaba con su vida. En Jesús ense-
ñanza y vida coincidían. 
   Despu®s de la resurrecci·n de Jes¼s, los 
apóstoles y discípulos comenzaron a pre-
dicar la vida, muerte y resurrección de 
Jesús. Vieron en su vida cumplido el reino 
de Dios.      
   Sab²an que si todo el mundo viviera 
según el modelo de la vida de Jesús, el re-
ino de Dios se haría realidad. 
   Primero trataron de convertir a sus her-
manos de raza judía: Sepa, pues, con cer-
teza toda la casa de Israel que Dios ha 
constituido Señor y Cristo a este Jesús a 
quien vosotros habéis crucificado. 
(Hechos 2:36).  
 Arrepentíos, pues, y convertíos, para que 
vuestros pecados sean borrados. (Hechos 
3:19). 
 

  El contenido de la primera predicación 
era breve, sencillo, pero profundo. Se trata-
ba de cambiar inmediatamente de vida 
aceptando a Jesús como Señor y salvador.  
    Sin embargo, hay que aclarar que el pue-
blo judío estaba muy bien preparado en 
materia religiosa. Cada sinagoga contaba 
con una escuela donde todos los niños 
aprendían desde pequeños las Sagradas Es-
crituras. Tan importante eran las escuelas 
para el pueblo judío que el Talmud afirma 
òque los pueblos sin escuelas deben des-
truirseó. 
    Así, se puede afirmar que el pueblo 
hebreo estaba maduro para aceptar sin mu-
chas explicaciones el mensaje de salvación 
de Cristo. Un ejemplo fue la conversión del 
eunuco etíope, que tras la lectura del profe-
ta Isaías (53:7-8) y la breve predicación de 
Felipe, fue bautizado en el camino. Este 
pueblo hebreo estaba ansioso de conocer 
bien el mensaje de Jesucristo, por eso acud-
ía asiduamente a la enseñanza de los após-
toles (Hechos 2: 42).     El objetivo primor-
dial de la enseñanza judía era la santidad, 
todos conocían de memoria el mandato 
levítico Yo soy Yahvé, vuestro Dios; santifi-
caos y sed santos, pues yo soy santo 
(Lev²tico 11:44). El mensaje de los ap·sto-
les sobre Jesús venía a perfeccionar y corro-
borar esa base religiosa.

There was one bishop named Athanasius who wouldn't let go of the issue. The Greek 
words involved in the debate even sounded alike.  One group, led by Athanasius, wanted to 
use the term "homo-ousios" to describe Jesus.  It was used in a phrase which meant Christ 
was "of one substance" with the Father.  The other group, led by a bishop named Arius, 
wanted to use the word, "homoi-ousios" - which meant Christ was "of like substance" with 
the Father. So what was the big deal with Athanasius?  "Homo-ousios."  "Homoi-
ousios."  "Same substance."  "Like substance."  Who cares? So does it matter? Athanasius 
and his followers finally prevailed and the Nicene Creed expresses our faith in the most 
widely accepted statement of Christian Faith in the church around the world.  The more 
familiar Apostle's Creed is widely accepted in the western churches, but only the Nicene 
Creed brings east and west together.  
   Now all of this goes to the question, what does all of this have to do with you and 
me?  Does it really matter?  Actually, I believe that it does.  The answer for Christian people 
is that God took on human flesh and came to us in the person of Jesus Christ.  God is not 
only our Maker, but God is our Savior. If he is not God, he cannot truly be our Sav-
ior.  God alone can save what God alone has created. If Jesus Christ were simply another 
created person, he could not truly be our Savior. This does not mean that he could not 
have been a wonderful teacher and prophet, maybe even one of history's greatest persons, 
but he could not be out Savior if he were not, "of one Being with the Father."  Because God 
loves us and is merciful and not indifferent to our needs, God has come to us as our Savior 
in the person of Jesus Christ.  So, does it matter whether Jesus was of the òSame sub-
stanceó or òLike substanceó? I for one believe that it matters one òIota.ó
