   Self-examination is hard. I‘d like 
to look into a spiritual mirror and 
see staring back a better fellow. But 
the truth is that, like all of us, I 
tend to ―gild the lily‖ when it 
comes to my strengths, and to 
overlook my weaknesses. I con-
vince myself that I am always on 
the side of the angels. I glide 
through that stop sign (guilty as 
charged) it‘s allowable and even, 
somehow, admirable—but woe 
betide the child who breaks a 
household rule and tries to claim it 
didn‘t matter!  
   By disciplining my indulgences, 
and by taking Scripture in regular, 
serious doses, Lent offers the op-
portunity to see ourselves with 
clearer vision. That‘s why Jesus 
runs off to the desert so often—in 
the harsh light, there‘s no hiding 
the truth. Lent is a tiny temporary 
desert highlighting all our self-
delusions and puffery. 
   Repentance only comes if I know 
what I‘m doing that ought to be 
changed, and why. Self-knowledge 
only comes at the cost of placing 
ourselves in a truer light than is 
comfortable. It‘s more valuable, 
and much harder, than a New 
Year‘s resolution. So, if you‘ve 
dropped the ball, don‘t give up! 
Clearer vision is just an effort 
away.    

   Lent is well underway by now, 
and I suspect that some of us 
might need to be reminded of the 
point of the season. This is, after 
all, not another well-intended exer-
cise in ―New Year‘s Resolutions‖ 
or self-help course. Lent is a spiri-
tual discipline, a journey into one‘s 
self. That‘s a bit harder to keep our 
focus on. 
   The Ash Wednesday services 
called us to the observance of a 
holy Lent, by ―self-examination 
and repentance, by prayer, fasting 
and self-denial, and by reading and 
meditating on God‘s Holy Word.‖ 
A holy Lent, in other words, is pri-
marily about the inward work of 
repentance and enlightenment, and 
only marginally about the outer 
work of giving up or taking on. 
Not that I‘m minimizing the im-
portance of those disciplines, mind 
you. I tend to think that a vigorous 
Lenten discipline, the giving up of 
lots of things, the taking on of sev-
eral items, is particularly important 
for Americans, since we find our-
selves tempted daily by our culture 
to wallow in a sea of self-
indulgence.  
   But finally, the colas and choco-
late bars and bacon we do or don‘t 
abstain from are there to free up 
space in our calendar, wallet and 
soul to look at who we really are.

From the DEACONS’ DESK:  

The Rev. Galen Snodgrass 

Taking off the old, put on the new. 
 This Lenten Season I‘ve decided to focus 
on ‗putting on the new‘ or adding something bet-
ter to the person you know as Deacon Galen.  To 
help me focus I‘ve been reading Free of Charge: 
Giving and Forgiving in a Culture Stripped of 
Grace, by Miroslav Volf. 
 Early in the book he asks, ―Why Give?  
Why should we make the shift over to being giv-
ers in the first place?  Aren‘t we wired to maxi-
mize our profits by whatever means society al-
lows?  Or why not stop at being getters, working 
honestly with our own hands and taking care of 
ourselves without burdening anyone else?‖ 
 Ephesians‘ answer to these questions 
takes us back to discuss the old and new selves at 
the end of Chapter 1.  Old self is self-centered; 
the new self is indwelled by Christ, opened up 
toward God in faith and toward neighbors in 
love.  Paul‘s letter to the Romans‘ used a meta-
phor of death and resurrection: The old self has 
died and a new self was raised (Romans 6:1-11).  
Ephesian speaks to the same metaphor using 
clothing and unclothing.  ―Put away your former 
way of life, your old self, corrupt and deluded by 
its lusts,‖ and ―clothe yourselves with the new 
self, created according to the likeness of God in 
true righteousness and holiness‖ (4:22-24). 
 Because we have died to our old selves 
and live as new selves indwelled by Christ we 
should take off the old and clothe ourselves with 
the new.  The unspoken assumption is that the 
old self in not quite yet dead and the new self is 
not yet fully alive.  Taking off the old and putting 
on the new is an ongoing process of dying and 
rising. 
 At the heart of this ongoing process, 
Ephesians says, is the imitation of God. ―Therefore 
be imitators of God, as beloved children, and live 
in love, as Christ loved us and gave himself up 
for us, a fragrant sacrifice to God.‖ (Ephesians 
5:1-2).  Indwelled by Christ we imitate God in 
our own way as frail and sinful human beings. 
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This means God who we worship and Christ who 
dwells in us are neither takers nor getters, but giv-
ers.  This leads us to a following realization that 
since God has given to us so that we would share 
with others.  We are not just receivers of God‘s 
gifts; we are also their channels.  Recall Aslan‘s 
gifts to the children in The Lion, the Witch, and the 
Wardrobe.  Lucy‘s cordial was for her and her 
friends: ―If you or any of your friends is hurt a 
few drops of this will restore them.‖  She was a 
channel, and so should we be. 
 For me taking off the thinking of 
‗maximizing my profit‘ by society‘s allowances is a 
huge challenge.  I‘m a Baby Boomer American 
who has grown accustomed to having my Argo 
Tea whenever I choose (I like Starbucks, it no 
longer likes me).  I‘ve been blessed to be born 
here, but it has made me self-centered.  That‘s 
hurtful and painful to admit; yet it‘s very true.  
This is why fasting, penitence, and Biblical study 
during Lent is necessary. 
 Hopefully in 40 days, excluding Sundays, I 
will have pulled apart the idea of being the chan-
nel of God‘s gifts.  For now I can only dream of 
putting on the new self indwelled by Christ, 
opened up toward God in faith and toward 
neighbors in love.

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SPEAKING OF HEALTH: 
NURSE BARBARA MOUNTJOY 

  I would like to take the opportunity of this 
month‘s newsletter to discuss the connection be-
tween body, mind and spirit.  This is sometimes re-
ferred to as a holistic view of the human being.  Our 
Judeo-Christian tradition demonstrates this holistic 
approach. The Bible very clearly states that there is a 
connection between the body, mind and spirit.  Two 
examples I found in Proverbs, first 10:27 ―The fear 
(respect) for the Lord, adds length to life‖ and 17:22 
―A merry heart does good, like medicine, but a bro-
ken spirit dries the bones.‖  Elijah – a prophet who 
spoke for God to the people – was also known as a 
healer.  He was called upon to breathe life into a 
dying child and to cause a woman‘s barrenness to be 
cured.  And Jesus, of course, is our clearest example 
of healer. 
  Indeed, the Gospels do seem to hint that Jesus was 
holistic both in his care for others and for himself.  
Scripture mentions a number of occurrences which 
could indicate how he influenced his own whole-
ness, or wellness:  He ate natural foods.  He rested.  
He took time apart to meditate. He prayed.  He did 
the work that was immediately in front of him with-
out worry for the next day‘s tasks.  He surrounded 
himself with intimate friends with whom he could 
share his innermost ideas and concerns. 
  Early Greeks knew of the spirit connection.  Aris-
totle said, ―Body and mind should react sympatheti-
cally upon each other.‖  Greek healing centers dur-
ing Hippocrates‘ time included using herbal medi-
cines and basic surgical procedures, but that was not 
all.  When an ill person sought healing, total immer-
sion in a physical, mental and spiritual environment 
seemed to follow.  Dreams, laughter, drama, art, 
massage, bathing and rest were all included as ther-
apy. 
  Current research points to the existence of bio-
chemical links between our body‘s endocrine, cen-
tral nervous and lymphatic systems. In fact the word 
psychoneuroimmunology  was coined.  
  It is very important to our bodies that we care for 
our souls.  How do we do that ?  Ways that I feel 
are effective are  prayer, bible study (and by that I 
mean read the scriptures),  worship (attending 
church ) and service to others. 

  And it is important to our souls that we care for 
our bodies.  Diet, exercise and moderation are gen-
eralities in caring for our body.  One reason to treat 
the body well is that the body works so well for us.  
We can lift and hold and bend and toss, run in fields 
and up stairs, and dance.  We can hold and be held.  
We can sing and laugh and be affectionate.  As we 
age, or due to illness or injury some of these activi-
ties are limited or vanish.  The frailty of our physical 
bodies reminds us to embrace an attitude of grate-
fulness for the services our bodies provide, and en-
courages sensitivity to those who cannot take such 
things for granted.  Such mindfulness invites us to 
regard the care of our bodies as an issue of faith. 
  Much about God and life is mysterious.  Despite 
our advanced technology we cannot cure the com-
mon cold, but conversely researchers are using the 
common cold virus as a carrier for a possible cure 
of AIDS. By discovering DNA we can determine 
what and who a child will become in life.  But so 
much remains unpredictable.  Nevertheless, we 
must care for this ―Temple‖ the Lord has made.  
We must care for the trinity within us,  body, mind 
and spirit.  We must do this as part of practicing our 
faith in Christ our Savior.

LITURGICAL EDUCATION 
A special opportunity to think about the 
meaning of our worship is coming up on 
Wed, March 31. The Seder Meal is the tradi-
tional Passover ceremony of home-based 
worship of Judaism, in which the story of 
the Exodus from Egypt is told in a highly 
visual, ceremonial fashion. This is also the 
meal which Jesus ―resymbolized‖ into the 
Holy Eucharist.

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òThe Role of the Health Care Chaplainó 
The Rev. Beck Schubert 

  ―What does a chaplain do?‖ ―Why would I need a 
chaplain?‖ ―I have my own pastor.‖  ―I am not par-
ticularly religious; I am really more spiritual.‖  These 
are just a few of the comments that are made by 
those who are not familiar with how the chaplain 
works and moves as a member of the health care 
team.  Each chaplain believes everyone is born with 
a precious ―human spirit.‖  Our goal is to protect 
and support the spirit of each person who is pre-
sented for our care.  The chaplain has been edu-
cated in the religious and cultural influences of the 
world and comes as a spiritual support to the pa-
tient as presented.  ―Okay, but what does that 
mean?‖ 
  Professional chaplains go through a training pro-
gram in a medical center that can last a year or two 
depending on their training focus.  Chaplaincy 
training is called Clinical Pastoral Education (CPE).  
Prior to the start of CPE, most seeking to be pro-
fessional chaplains have received endorsement or 
approval from their religious tradition and have ob-
tained a theological education up to or exceeding 
the master level.  Most chaplains, but not all, are 
ordained in their religious tradition.  The chaplain 
attends or possibly serves a congregation on its 
general day of worship. Being comfortable in your 
own ―spiritual skin‖ and being open to ministry for 
all people without regard for a specific religious tra-
dition is the special call of the chaplaincy.  A chap-
lain never comes to the bedside to evangelize. 
Evangelizing those we are called to serve is a 
violation of the Association of Professional 
Chaplains’ code of ethics.  The national certifica-
tion group for chaplains is called the Association of 
Professional Chaplains or APC; our membership 
comes from all of the world‘s religious traditions.  
Board certification consists of submitting a written 
exam and sitting for an oral exam. 
  Chaplains come as a spiritual support to those 
they serve.  The chaplain supports all people where 
they are in their spiritual walk.  Henri Nouwen, in 
his book ―Reaching Out,‖ defines the role of the  

bedside chaplain very clearly.  He explains that 
the chaplain comes offering the ―gospel of hospi-
tality.‖  
Nouwen describes the role of the chaplain as that 
of a good host, making room in the chaplain‘s 
spiritual heart for each guest God presents.  The 
chaplain is never to walk emotionally or spiritually 
ahead of the patient, but gently behind, ready to 
offer support.  In short, the chaplain is called to 
acceptance, not agreement; and comes in peace, 
and unconditional love. 
  The chaplain serving in a medical organization 
will have as his/her focus not only the patients 
and their loved ones, but also the facility staff.  As 
the chaplain gets to know the patient care team 
and the team gets to know the chaplain, relation-
ships grow and the chaplain will become a confi-
dant to many members of the patient care team.  
The chaplain sees spiritual support for the patient 
care team, as well as the patients and their fami-
lies, as part of his/her ministry. It is routine for a 
physician, member of the nursing staff, or social 
worker to make a patient referral to the chaplain.   
  Chaplains serve in many institutions as a mem-
ber of the Ethics Committee, as well as other ma-
jor institutional committees. The majority of 
health care institutions have a chaplain on call or 
on site 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a 
year. Where else do chaplains serve? You will find 
a chaplain in many settings: hospitals, medical 
center, long-term care facility, retirement commu-
nity, hospice, many large manufacturing compa-
nies, and all major universities.   
 

NOTA BENE: In our own parish, Deacon Galen 
Snodgrass serves as chaplain at McCune Brooks and 
Freeman Hospitals and Father Dan Erdman as chaplain 
at St. Lukeõs Nursing Center. Deacon Beck will be with 
us on Sunday, March 14, to share more of her work.  
Some of you will remember Beck as Rebecca MAL-
COLM, who grew up in our rectory in the 1950s...

PADRE JOSE PALMA 
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CUARESMA:   
CAMINO HACIA LA PASCUA 

    De la misma manera como el antiguo pue-
blo de Israel marchó durante cuarenta años 
por el desierto para poder ingresar a la Tierra 
Prometida; la Iglesia, Nuevo Pueblo de Dios, 
se prepara para vivir y celebrar la Resurrec-
ción del Señor. A lo largo de cuarenta días 
nos vamos disponiendo para acoger cada vez 
más profundamente en nuestras vidas el mis-
terio central de nuestra fe. A este tiempo es-
pecial de preparación para la Pascua, lo lla-
mamos Cuaresma.  
   En efecto, la Cuaresma no es un viejo resi-
duo de anticuadas prácticas ascéticas. Tam-
poco es un tiempo depresivo y triste. Se trata 
de un momento especial de purificación, para 
poder participar con mayor plenitud del mis-
terio pascual del Señor (Rom 8, 17).  
 

TIEMPO DE CONVERSIÓN  
   La Cuaresma es un tiempo privilegiado pa-
ra intensificar el camino de la propia conver-
sión. Este camino supone cooperar con gra-
cia para dar muerte al hombre viejo que act-
úa en nosotros. Se trata de romper con el pe-
cado que habita en nuestros corazones, ale-
jarnos de todo aquello que nos aparta del 
Plan de Dios. 
   En efecto, la vida cristiana no es otra cosa 
que hacer eco en la propia existencia de aquel 
dinamismo bautismal, que nos selló para 
siempre: morir al pecado para nacer a una 
vida nueva en Jesús (Jn 12, 24). Esa es la op-
ción del cristiano: la opción radical coherente 
y comprometida, desde la propia libertad, 
que nos conduce al encuentro con Aquel que 
es Camino, Verdad y Vida (Jn 14, 6); encuen-
tro que nos hace auténticamente libres, nos 
manifiesta la plenitud de nuestra humanidad.
