and anxiety. It can also be an op-
portunity to refocus on whatõs 
really important, to ask who you 
really are, to empathize with the 
poor who are all too often easy to 
pretend we donõt see. Your failed 
night at the prom may be a blow 
to the ego, an opportunity for 
some social humiliation. It can be 
an opportunity to ask why we 
place so much emphasis on things 
that are ultimately empty (like any-
one ever had carved on their 
tombstone òShe was Prom 
Queen!ó). And yes, the sting of 
being betrayed even quite casually 
by a supposed friend is brutal. But 
think of how Jesus transformed 
that same feeling into the raw ma-
terial to remake the universe. 
   Accept that things are as they 
are, and you can, with Godõs 
grace, build the Kingdom in your 
own heart. It is all a gift...even the 
hard and awful things in our lives. 
If we are accept them on their 
own terms and use them for 
Godõs purpose, then weõve moved 
on to forgiveness. Not approvalñ
what was done to you wasnõt 
right. Not forgetfulnessñwhat 
was done changed your life. For-
giveness means being reconciled 
through Christ to the new and 
more abundant life in grace 
opened up by the very pain you did 
not deserve and would not have 
asked for.        

   Forgiveness. Itõs the heart of our 
faith, the primary message of the 
Cross, the very nature of God. At 
core, forgiveness means refusing to 
allow the past to shape the future 
and stain the present. It means that 
the hurt that was done to us no 
longer has the ability to keep us up 
at night, no longer changes how we 
live our lives, no longer gnaws at 
us. Forgiveness is the hardest thing 
we struggle to do as Christiansñ
compared to forgiving, itõs a piece 
of cake to be chaste, gentle, high-
minded and self-sacrificing. 
   A myth in the world is that we 
should forgive and forget. One 
struggles in vain to find this phrase 
in Holy Scripture. No, the harder, 
more biblical model is to forgive 
while rememberingé 
   In a very real sense, our task is to 
reimagine how we look at our 
pains and sufferings. Instead of 
focusing on how òtheyó hurt us, to 
focus instead on the opportunities 
that hurt has brought us to be bet-
ter, more faithful Christians. So 
you were fired for no good reason, 
stood up by your prom date, 
slighted by a supposed friend? You 
can choose to brood about this, or 
instead seek to transform that pain 
into something better, more noble. 
We call it vicarious suffering in 
church-speak. Your joblessness 
may be (surely is) a source of fear  CHRIST IS RISEN! ALLELUIA!

VESTRY UPDATE 

Correction from April newsletter: the parish audit is a national, 
not a diocesan, mandate. At the meeting held on Tues, April 20, 
the following was discussed 
Fr. Steveõs Report: Holy Week & Easter attendance was 
wonderful. A July òfun dayó will be planned for the par-
ish. Fr. Wilson discussed his sabbatical plans for 2010 or 
2011, and also the diocesan assistance plan for congrega-
tions seeking a newly-ordained assistant.  
Fr. Palmaõs Report: Growth in both Noel and Car-
thage is noticeable, with combined Easter attendance 
over 90, many baptisms planned, and a number of  new 
starts in ministry.  
Deacon Jeff: There are three graduating acolytes and 
only a few high school students in the acolyte program, 
which will look much òyoungeró next year. 
Deacon Galen: We have sent $3490 through the Quar-
ter Tube to Heifer since 2007. Galen proposed applying 
for a diocesan MDG grant for the Holy Land Institute 
for the Deaf  in Jordan (approved). We have not heard 
from Haiti in recent weeks. 
Senior Warden: Gary Cole reported Kim Snodgrass 
had sent a thank you note to us for hosting Happening. 
Junior Warden: Carolyn Phelps reported that the sac-
risty renovation will be done soon, and that we have re-
ceived a couple of  bids for windows, but will be getting 
more.  
Treasurer: Larry McGuire reported we were running 
about $10,000 behind through March, but that the 
Easter numbers will be more reflective of  where we ac-
tually are financially. Good Friday offering was $1088, 
Easter $2318 (all to outreach).  
New Business: The Vestry approved a purchase of  
membership software of  up to $750. The Bishop search 
process will have a list of  candidates in August. The 
Nearly New has addressed issues of  theft in recent 
months by moving the changing rooms to a different lo-
cation. Sales there have been slow. The Nearly New 
Board will address Cindy Chiltonõs salary, reflecting the 
fact that she is now working twice as many days as we 
are paying her for. They may also set up a Facebook fan 
page.

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From the DEACONSõ DESK:  

The Rev. Galen Snodgrass 

Three Jordanian Experiences 
   I canõt choose one best memory about our 
pilgrimage to Jordan. But I can say there were 
three: Wadi Rum, the Greek Orthodox 
Church of  St. George in Madaba, and the 
School of  the Deaf. 
   The ancient sea floor of  Wadi Rum with its 
red sand and towering clusters of  flat topped 
mountains for as far as the eye could see was 
the first great encounter.  The vastness of  
God was the feeling I got in one moment, 
while minutes later the closeness of  Him 
hung in the air.  I stood imagining the Ark of  
the Covenant in the center of  miles of  desert, 
with the tents of  the other tribes around me.  
Kim and I were standing in the doorway of  
our tent looking to the East talking about 
what it must have been like to camp around 
the Ten Commandments. As night fell we en-
joyed both the quiet of  the landscape and the 
voice of  the youth talking and laughing with 
one another on the cliff  behind us.  Later that 
night we could here the jackals hallowing in 
the distance.  It was easy to see why Moses 
and the monastic fathers encountered God in 
this land.  We were encountering the presence 
of  God with all our senses.  It is a wild, harsh, 
barren, yet inviting wilderness to enjoy with a 
cup of  Bedouin tea.   
   A few days later we were in the city of  Mad-
aba at St. Georgeõs Church looking at the mo-
saic map of  the Holy Land. With music play-
ing softly in the background we gazed upon 
its two million pieces of  colored stone meas-
uring 25 by 5 meters.  The map depicts the 
hills and valleys, villages and towns, and im-
portant sites of Lotõs Tomb and Bethany, as 
far away as the Nile Delta.  This was espe-
cially meaningful since the GED History 
books I used for years had a picture of  this 
very map.   
   

   But that wasnõt all; soon I was walking 
around the room gazing upon numerous icons 
of  the life of  Jesus. Regardless of  your nation-
ality or religion, you could get the general idea 
of  the importance of  Jesus. If  you were illiter-
ate, you would get it.  Truly the Lord is in this 
place; is what kept running through my mind. 
   The next to the last day of  our pilgrimage 
we spent with Brother Andrew and the chil-
dren for the School of  the Deaf  in Salt.  We 
saw classes filled with children from kindergar-
ten to high school learning from books or in 
one of  the trade shops.  The finished work 
was exact and accurate, whether rugs, wood-
crafts, sewing, paintings, or tile work, all done 
meticulously by deaf  and blind students.  
Brother Andrew and many in the group 
watched elementary deaf  students play a game 
of  soccer with our high school boys.  The deaf  
had secret hand signals, which put our youth at 
a disadvantage.  Soon Brother Andrew had us 
in the Chapel.  It was small, but one of  the fa-
vorite places of  the students; Christian, Mus-
lim, and Jew attend.  It was at this point that 
Brother Andrew reminded us that, òthe world 
is upside down in its thinking.  Itõs up to us to 
turn it right side up and not always with 
words.ó  This modest man had given the en-
tirety of  the Easter message in a few words. 
   For me this was an opportunity to experi-
ence God beyond knowing, Jesus in heart and 
mind, and the Holy Spirit in leading.  After this 
pilgrimage Iõm reflecting on a couple of ques-
tions.  What prospects does this ministry offer 
to those in need? What are the needs of  others 
we can address, which displays turning things 
right side up? Thank you to everyone who has 
supported this pilgrimage with time, talent, 
and treasure.

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Qué es la espiritualidad?
