damage to the floor due to a fire   
years earlier.  
   The newly constructed pews 
are mainly those at the back of 
the nave today, nearest the red 
door. You can tell the difference 
by looking at the end pieces—
the original pews have roses 
carved in them, a traditional 
symbol of the Virgin Mary but 
also a symbol of England, the 
homeland of the Anglican tradi-
tion. Some original pews were 
also moved to the choir loft, and 
a few of the shorter ones, origi-
nally used by acolytes, are in the 
current chapel. Also in the 
chapel today is the original chil-
dren’s altar, which was for sev-
eral years in storage.  
   Being Episcopalians, this 
change was not uniformly popu-
lar. A visitor from California 
who had grown up in the parish 
decades earlier and come for a 
visit expressed her disdain in a 
letter to the editor of the Car-
thage Press. But on the whole, 
like many salubrious changes, 
the congregation grew accus-
tomed to things and have now 
mostly convinced ourselves that 
Grace Church remains a bastion 
of stability in a fluid world. It 
is—but the stability is of faith 
and ministry, not of floor plan!  

   Did you know that the interior of 
our Church used to be significantly 
different? While the walls and win-
dows are effectively unchanged 
since the building was completed 
in 1889, the seating arrangement 
was completely different fifty years 
ago.  
   Until 1960, there were ten fewer 
pews in the nave. The first five 
pews of today were where the 
choir sat! Where the clergy now sit, 
were four rows of pews, two on 
each side, facing inward. This was 
where the choir sat. The entire area 
was three steps higher than the 
floor of the nave. To get to the 
communion rail, one had to go up 
the stairs and walk between the 
choir stalls. Where the choir now 
sits was the location of the organ, 
and there was a children’s altar lo-
cated behind the current priest’s 
chair. 
   In order to expand seating to 
meet the needs of a growing con-
gregation, the Vestry voted in 
March 1960 to alter the floor plan, 
bringing it to what we see today. 
At the 9:30 service of the day, it 
was reported that there was often 
standing room only, and that the 
elevation of the communion rail 
was making it very difficult for 
some elderly parishioners to take 
the sacrament. There was also

Confused by the Candles 
 

 

Gentle Confused, the traditional Anglican response is to 
use the Church building as a place of prayer. If you stay 
to pray, be generous with the sound of foot traffic. If 
you leave, do so without interfering with the prayers of 
others. Many people use the candles as a clue that their 
neighbors are, most likely, done praying now and it’s 
safe to exit the pews. That’s a lovely gesture, but hardly 
definitive. If you appreciate our fantastic organist, do tell 
her in the Parish House what a great job she’s doing.  
   The Book of Common Prayer says go into the world 
to witness to Christ. However you get there is fine, as 
long as you don’t hinder others in their pursuit of the 
same goal.

Visiting your loved one in a retirement home 

 
Residents excitedly talk about their children, grandchildren, great grand children, nieces, 

nephews, and etc. weeks before the actual visit.  Connections from the past brings hope for the fu-
ture in a place where they can tell the day of the week by what they ate for lunch.  Senior citizens 
like small changes as much as the rest of us; it breaks up their predictable routine.  Kids and adults 
who come prepared to do an activity with their family members make a big difference to those in 
retirement homes.  If you have a loved one in this situation plan for the visit the way you might 
plan for a family driving vacation or family reunion 

When visiting those in care centers or retirement homes come prepared to play Bingo or 
Dominos with your family member and their friends.  It lets your family introduce you to their 
friends, making connections and friendships you might not have ever thought possible.  Accept 
such an invitation with joy and open arms.  

You can also bring in a game your loved one use to play or is special to the family. Residents 
like games that are simple and predictable, especially if memory is an issue.  It can be Chutes and 
Ladders, Candy Land, or Mr. Potato Head; those old favorites. 

Bring a book for the child to read to the relative or an old favorite they can read to the child. 
Another activity is to make a collage with pictures the resident will recognize, bringing an 

assortment of photos from the past to the present.  Often residents are allowed to place those on 
their doors making it easier for them to find their room.    Of course this will lead to stories you’ve 
heard a thousand times, but maybe only the fourth or fifth for the grandchildren.  

A similar option is to make a door wreath that’s seasonally appropriate; giving everyone an 
opportunity to interact in the design.  Please don’t worry about making it perfect, just make it nice. 
Once again this makes it easy for your family member to find their room; plus they can talk about it 
with their friends after you leave.   

Of course art work done by the youngest member of the family will always end up in the 
place of honor in a resident’s room.  They will display it proudly for weeks for all who pass by to 
see. 

If the resident can physically get out take them out for a meal with the family.  Have others 
meet you at the restaurant.  Once again it’s a break from the routine.  Of course always go by the 
staff’s recommendations if memory is a concern.   

If memory is a problem doing a scrapbooking activity is often rewarding and easy for the 
family member to do.  They can often remember what happened fifty years ago.  Our brains 
seemed hard wired that way.  A resource for ideas for spending time with loved ones who have de-
mentia is the National Alzheimer’s Association at www.alz.org 

What these activities say to the residents of retirement homes is that you have value.  You 
are a credit to our family and to society.  You have something to offer simple because you have 
lived longer than anyone else.  You are our living history. 

Statics from the U.S. National Institute on Aging reports that in ten years there will be more 
people on Earth who are over the age of 65 than who are under 5.  Both populations, young and 
old, benefit from times shared, social workers say.

The Sharing of Human Kindness 

Kindness is the act or state of being kind and marked by charitable behavior, pleasantness, tenderness 

and concern for others.  Kindness may well be one of the most important and fascinating qualities of 

our human experience.  It is a recognized value in many cultures and religions.  The story Jesus told 

of the Good Samaritan demonstrated kindness.  The type of kindness Aristotle referred to as being 

“helpfulness towards some one in need, not in return for anything, nor for the advantage of the 

helper himself, but for that of the person helped”.  The Talmud claims that “deeds of kindness are 

equal in weight to all the commandments”.  The 14th Dalai Lama wrote “my religion is kindness”.  

And of course Paul wrote of kindness many times throughout his letters. 

Kindness is a quality that is most evident when there is a crisis.  People easily reach out to one an-

other with few barriers to race, color or religion in a time of unexpected woe.  We easily pray for oth-

ers that are suffering an illness or death of a loved one even if we don’t know them well.  And then 

when the crisis has passed we often withhold kindness.  We may choose to be unkind if we feel the 

individual deserves the hurt they have received through reckless behavior or bad decision making.  

We may be unkind by ignoring someone in need because we have other tasks that we feel is a prior-

ity. 

We are finding as the world’s population continues to grow and as technology allows us to become 

more globally connected, we are living much closer to different cultures and nationalities.  In our own 

community we are living next door to others from many different cultures.  We can group these peo-

ple together as Hispanic, but the cultures differ widely between El Salvador, Honduras, Mexico, and 

Guatemala.  Because of this phenomenon, compassion and human kindness are becoming very nec-

essary qualities for a peaceful existence.  

Reading a review of the book “On Kindness” by Phillips and Taylor, I took note of what the authors 

call our “enterprise culture”.  They defined this as a life of overwork, anxiety, and isolation, one that 

divides people into winners and losers and breeds excessive heartlessness.  We have an opportunity 

to balance our lives with kindness through scripture, worship and the community of our church.  We 

have the opportunity to practice kindness and feel the satisfaction of doing so.  We can identify with 

a few of the quotes I collected regarding kindness, such as:  “One kind word can warm 3 winter 

months”, Japanese Proverb; “Guard well within yourself that treasure kindness.  Know how to give 

without hesitation how to lose without regret, how to acquire without meanness”, George Sand; 

“Therefore as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kind-

ness, gentleness and patience”, Collusions 3: 11-13.  I am declaring November to be “Kindness 

Month”.  I would love to hear any stories you may have to share with me regarding being mindful of 

kindness all this month.

At the October 20th vestry meeting, the following

Rectorõs Report: A brief outline of the Bishop 
search process was shared with the Vestry. Our 
diocesan deputation is one person short due to 
Don and Lynette Gass moving to Branson. The 
Vestry appointed Sandy Swingle to fill that spot 
this year. We will need to advertise the dates of 
next year’s Convention before appointing new 
delegates for 2010.  
Fr. Jose Palma: Fr. Palma reported on the various 
activities and growth in the Hispanic congregation. 
Deacon Galenõs Report: Deacon Galen updated 
the Vestry on the progress of construction in 
Haiti. The first roofs have apparently been in-
stalled on our school in Marcabee. We await pho-
tos. In Feb, some members of the partner par-
ishes, including possibly from Grace Church, will 
visit to help with construction. 
Senior Wardenõs Report: The Vestry Nomina-
tions committee will meet with the staff on Fri, 
Oct 23, at 5:30 pm to discuss needs for the coming 
3 years. 
Junior Wardenõs Report:  The roofing project is 
complete at a final cost of $54,949.36. The kitchen 
window has been replaced. Major leaks in the rec-
tor’s office and office porch, repainting the play 
ground fence, and guttering repair are to be looked 
at this month.  
Treasurerõs Report: Year to date, we are $4900 
ahead in the budget. The various major expenses 
for roof and rectory repair are not in the budget, 
but have been paid from savings. For the roof, 
gifts of $9050 have been received, and $450 was 
received for the sale of the old copper troughs, 
bringing the cost of that project down to $47,452.

The Vestry 
approved a request to use Spencer Hall on Tues-
day evenings for a Girl Scout troop starting late 
Oct. The Vestry authorized St. Catherine’s to in-
vestigate the use of disposable but biodegradable 
table ware, and shared some samples of eco-
friendly paper plates provided by Mike Thompson.
