 West Missouri. Tuttle had been 
known as “Bishop of All Out-
doors,” serving as missionary 
bishop of Montana, Idaho and 
Utah since 1866, when he was 
still too young to be bishop and 
had to wait a year for his conse-
cration. He was elected to Mis-
souri in 1880, reluctantly accept-
ing on account of the difficulties 
of travel to the mining camps of 
the West at his advanced age, 43! 
On June 3, the diocese had been 
officially split and a new bishop 
elected for us, who had not yet 
been consecrated, E. R. Atwill.  
   It strikes me that our faith is 
both timeless and constantly 
“up to the minute.” Our fore-
bears knew that, placing the 
Prayer Book with its timeless 
prose (99% of the 1789 service 
is still quoted verbatim in our 8 
a.m. services on Sunday, albeit 
in different order) right there 
next to the daily newspapers 
with their tales of tax delin-
quency and petty theft, war and 
rumors of war. Our faith, like 
that of Bishop Tuttle, is one 
which rests on solid catholic 
cornerstones, but yet is still out 
in the real world. What part of 
our own daily news—with its 
shaky morals, shakier economy 
and widespread disillusion-
ments—might benefit from be-
ing placed next to the timeless 
Good News?  

   Did you know that our corner-
stone, which bears the inscription 
“Grace Church 1889,” actually has 
a cavity with some historic items? 
Each of the Carthage daily papers 
for June 19, 1889 (each?), a copy of 
the Book of Common Prayer 
(edition 1789), the Church annual 
for 1889 and a brief history of the 
Church in Carthage, with the 
names of rectors and wardens, 
were placed in the cornerstone. 
How times have changed! Bishop  
Tuttle of Missouri consecrated the 
space on June 15, 1890.  
   Since 1889, we have had 21 rec-
tors, an honorary rector, at least 
three deacons, and a large, unclear  
number of assistant priests. We 
have had three “new” Prayer 
Books (1892, which simplified the 
Sunday service down from a mini-
mum of 2 hours to about 1-1/2), 
the 1928 (which was seen as suspi-
ciously Catholic for its controver-
sial inclusion of lines like “we are 
bold to say” before the Lord‟s 
Prayer) and the current edition. 
Carthage no longer has multiple 
newspapers—indeed, there are 
people who predict that the news-
paper as a means of information is 
headed to certain extinction na-
tionally.  
   The Diocese of Missouri has 
been split into two since shortly 
after Bishop Tuttle‟s visit, and we 
are now in the “new” Diocese of  

Our primary sourcebook for parish 
history was prepared for our 100th 
birthday by the late Dick Ferguson. 
Our 140th anniversary was on 
April 20 last, and the 120th anni-
versary of our current building will 
be Dec 22 upcoming.

PLATICANDO EN ESPANOL: Padre Jose Palma 

En el principio era el Verbo. Y el Verbo era con 
Dios, y el Verbo era Dios. Juan 1:1 
 

La palabra es el medio por el cual se expre-
san los pensamientos, y al aplicar este térmi-
no al Hijo de Dios nos lleva a pensar que el 
deseo de expresarse es inherente a la Divini-
dad, y que Dios desea hablar con los seres 
que ha creado. Toda la Biblia apoya esta cre-
encia. Dios está hablando. No solo que ha 
hablado, sino que está hablando. Habla con-
tinuamente por medio de la naturaleza; el 
mundo está lleno de su voz 
La voz de Dios que llena el mundo antecede 
a la Biblia por siglos incontables. Es una voz 
que no ha dejado de oírse desde los albores 
de la creación, y sigue resonando de un ex-
tremo a otro del universo. La palabra de 
Dios es rápida y poderosa. En el principio 
de todas las cosas habló hacia la nada, y la 
nada se convirtió en algo. El caos oyó esa 
voz, y se convirtió en orden; la oscuridad la 
oyó, y nació la luz. “Y dijo Dios sea, y fue!‟ 
Estas palabras gemelas, como causa y efecto, 
ocurren a todo lo largo del relato bíblico de 
la creación.  

Que Dios está aquí, y está hablando, son 
verdades que respaldan otras verdades bíbli-
cas: sin ellas no podría haber revelación. To-
davía no hemos dado la atención necesaria a 
esa profunda declaración en el evangelio de 
Juan que dice, “Aquel era la luz verdadera 
que alumbra a todo hombre que viene a este 
mundo!‟ No importan los cambios de pun-
tuación que se hagan, la verdad permanece 
firme, la palabra de Dios afecta el corazón 
de todo hombre, como la luz lo hace al al-
ma. En el corazón de todos los hombres 
brilla la luz y resuena la palabra, y no hay 
manera de escapar.  
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Algo así debe ser necesario, si es cierto que Dios 
vive y está en el mundo. Juan afirma que así es. 
“Porque las cosas invisibles de él, su eterna po-
tencia y divinidad, se echan de ver desde la crea-
ción del mundo, siendo entendidas por las cosas 
que son hechas, de modo que son inexcusa-
bles”(Romanos 1:20). 
 

Los hebreos de la antigüedad le daban el nom-
bre de Sabiduría a esa voz de que estamos tra-
tando, pues decían que se oía en todas partes y 
que recorría la tierra en busca de respuesta de 
parte de los hijos de los hombres. El capítulo 
octavo del libro de Proverbios comienza así: 
“¿No clama la sabiduría, y da su voz la inteligen-
cia?” Entonces describe la sabiduría como una 
hermosa mujer que “se para en las alturas y en 
las encrucijadas de los caminos; dirige su voz a 
todas partes, para que nadie deje de oírla y dice: 
„Oh, hombres, a vosotros clamo; dirijo mi voz a 
los hijos de los hombres.‟ “Seguidamente se diri-
ge a los simples y faltos de cordura y les aconse-
ja que escuchen lo que les dice. Lo que pide la 
sabiduría de Dios es atención espiritual, pero ra-
ra vez este pedido es escuchado. La tragedia 
consiste en que nuestro bienestar eterno depen-
de de nuestro oír, y hemos enseñado a nuestros 
oídos a no escuchar. Esta voz universal ha reso-
nado siempre, y a menudo atribulado a los hom-
bres, aun cuando estos no se daban cuenta de 
donde provenían sus temores. ¿No será esa voz 
que se cierne como niebla vital sobre los corazo-
nes de hombres y mujeres, lo que ha despertado 
sus conciencias y sus anhelos de inmortalidad en 
millones de seres humanos desde los albores de 
la historia? 
 

En el soplo de vida del cosmos hay algo miste-
rioso, algo sumamente pavoroso, que la mente 
humana no alcanza a comprender. El creyente 
no pretende comprenderlo, simplemente cae de 
rodillas y exclama ” ¡Dios!”.

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FROM THE DESK OF THE DEACONõS: 
The Rev. Galen Snodgrass 

A vacation reflection 
 For the last eight days, Kim and I visited several of our earliest patriotic sites. We began at 
Monticello, seeing where Thomas Jefferson penned our most valued national document, wrote 
countless letters and drew the plans for the University of Virginia. We stopped at St. Johns‟ Church 
in Richmond, standing where Patrick Henry gave his famous speech with the line, “Give me liberty, 
or give me death.”  Then off to Jamestown, Yorktown, and Williamsburg to see, hear, touch , smell, 
and learn the history that was acted out for our us spanning the years 1607 to 1776. We visited nu-
merous Anglican/Episcopal churches established 350-400 years ago, with many things that were 
familiar and other things that weren‟t. We had a truly great time. 
 One thing every church had that we don‟t see today is a sounding board, that thick slab of 
wood above the pulpit. It‟s above the minister‟s head pushing the spoken words out to the congre-
gation. There was no need to have a microphone system in any of these churches to get the sermon 
from the minister‟s mouth to my ears. This got me thinking about the importance of the sounding 
board, the need for the minister to be under it, the spoken words being broadcast, and me the lis-
tener who came to receive those spoken words. 
 Let‟s begin with the sounding board. None of them were fancy, several inches of wood cut 
to the same shape and size of the pulpit, with a chain attached to its top holding it in place.  This 
simple slice of wood allows every word of a sermon to be heard anywhere in the building for the 
building up of God‟s Kingdom, words that I need to hear to be reminded of the importance of the 
good news of Jesus Christ—yes, a very effective passive system without electronics to aid in hear-
ing. On a humorous note, at one church the guide reported that a boy asked his mother, “if the ser-
mon lasted to long, do they lower that lid to make the minister sit down?” Oh, what kids think of? 
 But the board is ineffective if the minister is not in the right place. If she or he is not under 
it, the words are lost to a portion of those present. Ministers must be in the correct place and frame 
of mind before the first word is ever uttered, something important that God wants us to hear, di-
gest and consider. 
 Next the minister needs to have some plan of what is to be said.  After all it‟s the interpreta-
tion of the spoken word that is needed if we are to remain effective Christians. 
 Also, I must attend to hear the words that bounce off the soundboard and into my ears, 
stimulating my heart, mind, and soul to think about how I‟m treating my neighbor and myself.  Or 
to listen, feel, and comprehend the pain of the crucifixion.  Or learn how a certain ministry is being 
carried out in the world in the name of Christ and how it is transforming the lives of those living 
inside or outside of my town. 
 That sounding board can do nothing by itself; it‟s just wood.  It has to have someone willing 
to stand under it with important ideas from God and about Him to share with the entire world so 
we can respond and become the kind of person God intended us to be. 
 What I am saying is there are times we are to be ministers that share the spoken word, then 
place ourselves in surroundings where we can be heard.  We should be prepared to share the word 
of God to those around us in our own words.  It doesn‟t have to be elegant or new, just heartfelt 
and sincere.  Remember there are many who want to hear the Good News of Jesus Christ. 
 At this point you may be thinking “I‟m not a minister.” But you are. At your baptism you 
promised to attend church regularly, pray with others in the church, and share the Good News of 
the risen Christ.  You have a portable sounding board above your head by “water and the Spirit.”  
Therefore I invite you to share your experience and listen to your words that come off your sound-
ing board to others.  Best to you as you exercise your baptismal covenant with sounding board.

$3400 for everything, including all meals and air-
line taxes (current quotes only—taxes can be 
altered by government decree to within one 
month of flights). Valid passport is required. 
See Fr. Wilson in the next few weeks to get 
further information on this visit to the Holy 
Sites of our faith. Please note that this sched-
ule will have us in Jerusalem on Pentecost, an 
amazing opportunity to not only visit the sites, 
but to also experience the Holy City during 
one of the liturgical highlights of the year.  
 
Jordan Youth Pilgrimage: Our senior high 
youth group will spend spring break, March 
12-20, in Jordan, visiting the route of the Exo-
dus, the baptismal site of Jesus and various 
other biblical sites. The cost is $2799 all inclu-
sive, of which we hope to provide $2050 per 
participant through fundraising. If your teen is 
of the right age (and active in our parish‟s life) 
see the rector soon to discuss his/her partici-
pation, and plan to obtain a passport before 
the end of September.

FROM the PARISH NURSE: Barbara Mountjoy, RN 

I thought I would share some feel better fast ideas with you as we are heading in to the treacher-
ous time known as “cold and flu season.”  So the following are a few tips:   

Sore Throat:  Cause: Medically known as pharyngitis.  May be caused by many common vi-
ruses.  Do:  Stir a teaspoon of salt into a cup of warm water, and then gargle with the solution.  
This will reduce swelling.  Repeat every few hours.  Sip herbal tea.  Suck on cough drops, pop-
sicles, or a spoonful of honey.  These won‟t necessarily quicken healing, but they can soothe your 
throat, and honey has an antiviral effect.  You may use an antiseptic spray that contains phenol 
(such as Chloraseptic) to numb the area.  Donõt:  Hit your doctor up for antibiotics.  Most sore 
throats are caused by viruses; antibiotics are effective only against bacterial infections, such as 
strep throat.  Call your doctor if:  you don‟t feel better (or you feel worse) after two or three 
days, or if you see white spots on the back of your throat (a sign of strep). Or, if your sore throat 
recurs frequently - a possible sign of chronic post-nasal drip or acid reflux, a condition in which 
acid travels up the esophagus and causes a burning sensation. 

Stomach flu:  Cause:  Medically known as a viral gastroenteritis, but commonly called the stom-
ach flu or flu.  It is caused by a variety of viruses. Do:  Wash your hands frequently, especially 
when handling food, frequent hand washing is your best defense against viruses.  Drink fluids: 
the main treatment for vomiting and diarrhea is to replace lost fluids.  Start with ice chips, and as 
nausea decreases add more fluids in small amounts, 2 to 4 oz. each hour or 2.  Donõt:  Use sug-
ary drinks such as fruit juice, soda, or Jell-O, (this was news to me, and 7-up has been a favorite 
forever) but these sugary drinks can make the diarrhea worse, according to recent studies.  For 
children use the electrolyte replacement solutions or popsicles available in many drug or grocery 
stores.  Call your doctor if: diarrhea continues for several days or if you see blood in stool.  
Alert your doctor if your small child or infant has diarrhea or vomiting for more that 2 days.   

Fever:  Cause:  Many common maladies are accompanied by a fever.  The cause may be a vari-
ety of viruses.  Do: Take acetaminophen or ibuprophen as directed to lower your fever tempo-
rarily until the illness makes its way through your system.  Drink plenty of liquids.  A fever often 
causes perspiration, and if you don‟t replenish those fluids, you could become dehydrated.  
Donõt: Try to work through it or even play through it.  Going to the gym or out for drinks with 
friends can further stress you body and hamper recovery.  Cool your skin with cold washcloths 
or a tepid bath.  Call your doctor if: Adults have a fever over 101 degrees F; or for children 
over 102 degrees F. If fever is accompanied by headache and neck pain, or fever doesn‟t break 
after 2 solid days.  Most fevers are viral and go away in a day or two.  But in some cases a fever 
could be the sign of something more serious, such as a urinary tract infection, pneumonia or 
meningitis. 

So stay well and enjoy our beautiful fall trees and weather.  Remember - wash hands, 
cough into your elbow - and wash your hands!
